ANNUAL REMINDER TO ALL RESIDENTS

Dog Fouling and Loose Dogs
The Parish Council continue to receive complaints in respect of the above.  They have therefore felt it necessary to request additional patrols by the Rushcliffe Dog Warden and these take place in our village frequently and at different times of the day.  The Dog Wardens have the power to impose fines on the spot and to impound loose animals.

Roadside Grass Verges

Nottinghamshire County Council Health and Safety Adviser necessitated that this Parish Council make residents aware of the current position in respect of mowing roadside grass verges.  Nottinghamshire County Council Highways Department (South) manage and aim to provide a grass cutting service for a minimum of six cuts during the growing season.  However some residents of the Parish choose to supplement these cuts at their own roadside in order to make their property and the village more appealing.  As a Parish Council we are not the Authority to give consent for this activity but wish to make residents aware that the cutting of these areas is done at their own risk.  The County Council Safety Advisor suggests the following:
· Ensure adequate insurance cover

· Face oncoming traffic

· Wear visible clothing

· Ensure safety of working equipment 

· Wear suitable protective clothing, i.e. eye protection if strimming.
