2. Declaration of Interest
It was noted that Cllr A Lovett is on both the Village Hall Committee and Parish Council.
3. Minutes of the Meeting held on Tuesday 15th January 2019 and Tuesday 12th February 2019

4. Village Hall Fees/License
Cllr D Walker thanked Cllr A Lovett, Cllr N Dalton and the Village Hall team for their work in creating this agreement. The License had been circulated around the Councillors prior to the meeting and it was agreed to sign the agreement. Proposed by Cllr N Dalton, seconded by Cllr W Pearson, all Councillors were in favour.
5. Village Sign

The Clerk had circulated a quote for a replacement village sign. Councillors agreed they would like to pursue this but needed to look at funding opportunities and would assess if an alternative option for installation could reduce costs. The Parish Council could apply to NCC’s Local Improvement Scheme which opens again in September.

6. Elections

The Borough and Parish Council elections are taking place on 2nd May. There have been several residents expressing interest in joining the Parish Council and it is likely that Rempstone will hold its first election in 40 years. The Clerk had received an estimated price of £1800 for the election expenses the Parish Council would have to pay in the event of an election. Nomination forms need to be submitted to Rushcliffe Borough Council by 3rd April. The Clerk will return any Councillor nomination forms received back by 25th March.
7. Village Watch and Village CCTV

A thank you letter was sent to David Bunker following his resignation from Village Watch at the last meeting. Regrettably Bill Clark has now also stepped down from Village Watch. Thanks to both for their work with Village Watch over the last two years. The Parish Council are now looking for volunteers to come forward to lead in starting a new Neighbourhood Watch group.

Jane Schober, Chair Village Hall Committee has written to the Parish Council with proposed ideas for the management of the Parish Council and Village Hall’s CCTV systems, with the election looming discussions on this matter have been postponed until the new Council is in place in May.
