Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held virtually at 7.00pm on Tuesday 14th July 2020
Present: Cllr N Dalton (Chair), Cllr W Pearson (Vice Chair), Cllr V Phillipps, Cllr M Hunter, Cllr R Gower, Cllr A Lovett and Cllr J Santoro

1. Apologies
Apologies were received from Rushcliffe Borough Cllr R Adair and Nottinghamshire County Cllr J Cottee.

2. Declaration of Interests

Declarations of Interests from Cllr Gower, Cllr Hunter and Cllr Lovett in connection with combining the Village Hall and Parish Council CCTV to be discussed under item 7.


3. Minutes of the Meeting held on Tuesday 12th May 2020
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 12th May 2020 were accepted, approved and signed by Cllr Dalton as a true and accurate record of the meeting. Proposed by Cllr Pearson, seconded by Cllr Gower.
4. Chair’s Review
Cllr Dalton opened by acknowledging the fast and responsive co-ordination of the Covid-19 volunteer group and the help with shopping, prescription collections and telephone calls by volunteers over the past weeks. The Thursday evening music after ‘Clap for Carers’ and on special dates gave a welcome boost to residents. The parish council were delighted that the efforts of Cllr Gower and his wife were acknowledged by Rushcliffe Borough Council during National Volunteer Week. Thanks expressed to County Cllr John Cottee for his financial support to pay for necessary materials such as newsletters for residents without internet access and gloves for the volunteers.

Cllr Dalton and the clerk had attended the virtual Town and Parish Forum last month which highlighted the efforts and challenges the pandemic has brought across the borough. Grants for businesses and self-employed individuals, the safe reopening of shopping areas and the gap in the finances for local authorities were covered.
The parish council has met informally most weeks with virtual meetings to discuss the current situation and planning items as necessary. Cllr Dalton recorded a special congratulations to Rempstone’s oldest resident who turns 100 this week. Cllr Santoro will be raising the village flag and Cllr Gower will be playing a selection of the resident’s favourite music to mark the occasion.
5. County and Borough Council Reports
Cllr Cottee had provided the clerk with an update on Highways matters in the village, the line painting on Main Street is being scheduled but Cllr Cottee wants the anti-skid surface by the pub to be addressed first. Gateway road markings are to be painted on Wymeswold Road. A resident had moved 6 bags of fly tipped rubbish from Wysall Lane.
6. Covid-19 Village Response
Cllr Gower reported that a weekly village quiz is currently being circulated by email. The working group is not particularly busy but should be aware of what is happening locally in terms of any increases in Covid-19 cases. The Village Hall Committee are looking to reopen the hall from 25th July with a village tea which will be ticket only and limited numbers. From August it is hoped that The White Lion will reopen, coffee mornings in the village hall will recommence and the church will open for two services per month, for regular local churchgoers only. Cllr Dalton to suggest to Reverend Tim to include on the information sheet that attendees should wear face coverings. Face coverings were available for residents to buy at the mid-summer event. Cllr Gower has collected a number of email addresses through the coronavirus working party, it is the intention over the coming months to ask these residents if they would like to be included in the parish council or village hall events mailing lists.
7. CCTV
The insurance claim for the damage to the CCTV cameras has now been processed and the funds received. Councillors agreed that combining the village hall and parish council systems was a good idea, Cllr Santoro to arrange a meeting with the installer, designated councillors and village hall representatives to discuss concerns around data protection, system capabilities and agree how a combined system would work going 
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forward. Cllr Hunter to address the foliage obstructing the signal to the receiver on the village hall building. Once a full proposal is put together another parish council meeting will be called to vote on the motion.

8. DNRC Update

A new partnership of academic experts called the NRC Clinical and Academic Partnership has been formed to maximise innovation and collective knowledge at the National Rehabilitation Centre, this is lead jointly by Loughborough University and the University of Nottingham. The importance of rehabilitation from not just serious injury but also illness has been highlighted by the Covid-19 situation. Led by the NHS sponsor, Nottingham University Hospitals Trust, a programme of engagement is now taking place to consult on how rehabilitation facilities will be reconfigured to take full advantage of the national facility. A formal public consultation will be taking place shortly. More information is available at www.thednrc.org.uk.

10. Planning
20/01182/TPO - 10 Kings Brook Close, Rempstone - Tree: T1 (Horse Chestnut) Prune back upper growth. Tree: T2 (Horse Chestnut) Remove lower 3 limbs from heavy side. – Consent granted

20/01092/FUL - 54 Main Street, Rempstone - Demolition of existing rear conservatory. Erection of single storey rear extension. New window to side elevation. – Permission granted
20/00716/OUT - Field Access Adjacent Village Hall, 37 Main Street, Rempstone - Outline application for the construction of 21 residential dwellings together with provision of a 16 space community car park, community playground and commercial / Amenity unit (all matters reserved except for access, layout and scale) – The determination date has been extended to 31st July 2020.

11. Correspondence
(a) NALC Code of Conduct Consultation
The details had been circulated to councillors; the clerk had submitted a response but councillors were also encouraged to do so.

(b) Housing Needs Survey
Councillors agreed to support the proposed housing needs survey to be carried out in the village, clerk to respond.

(c) Greater Nottinghamshire Strategic Plan Consultation
This consultation looks at the strategy for future housing in the county, councillors felt the village was at great risk because of its physical location on the edge of the county and noted the large development area included in the plan for land North of Loughborough. It was agreed the clerk and chair would formulate a response.

(d) Great British September Clean 11th – 27th September 
It was agreed to hold a village clean up on Saturday 19th September, full details to be confirmed.

(e) Village Hall Risk Assessment

A risk assessment for accessing/using the village hall and parish office had been received from the Village Hall Committee. Cllr Dalton questioned whether hand sanitiser should be provided as it is for other bookings/users. At present meetings are to remain held virtually with the only use of the office for accessing 
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the CCTV. Ways of working have changed and it would not be feasible to safely use the parish office for informal meetings, Cllr Dalton proposed that the parish council re-evaluate whether it is a good use of the precept to keep the office, most small councils do not have a dedicated office.
(f) VJ Day
It was agreed to put up the lamp post poppies to commemorate VJ Day on 15th August.

13. Councillor Reports and Next Agenda Items
Cllr Gower reported that no Community Speed Watch sessions were planned due to social distancing.

Cllr Phillipps and Cllr Pearson noted the amount of litter on the road side on Loughborough Road and in the layby opposite the church.

Cllr Lovett had observed that the traffic on the A6006 had started to increase again.
