Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 14th November 2023.

1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Rushcliffe Borough Cllr Andy Edyvean and Nottinghamshire Council Cllr John Cottee.
2. Declaration of Interests

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 12th September 2023
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 12th September 2023 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session

No matters raised.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Neither councillor present.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
(a) Update on Highways Matters following NCC/Via Meeting
The Chairman and the Clerk had met with Cllr Cottee and the Senior District Manager for Via to look at problem areas in the village. The main areas looked at included blocked rainwater drains, loose manhole covers, overgrown vegetation, flooding on the service road in front of the Village Hall and adjacent properties along Main Street, footway conditions, speeding on Wymeswold Road and the safety of the Wysall Lane junction as a result of the speeding traffic and limited visibility and the potential for signage to make Wysall Lane safer for pedestrians walking along the lane.
It was noted that the hedges and hogweed along footpath 3 were yet to be addressed.
7. CCTV Camera Review
Cllr Hunter reported that a new digital system had been trialled, this gave far superior image quality. The quote to upgrade the whole system including village hall cameras was £6234. Cllr Hunter will obtain two further comparable quotes. Due to funding application deadlines the Parish Council agreed to proceed with the work subject to the contractor providing evidence of £5m public liability insurance and funding being obtained to cover the full costs. A working party was set up to submit funding applications.
8. Event Planning for 2024 to include Village Litter Pick/Tidy Up, Remembrance Day
The Council outlined events taking place in 2024 which may need consideration ahead of time, these included Village Tidy Up (January agenda), Remembrance Day, D Day 80, Annual Parish Meeting (January agenda to agree on date), Harvest Supper, King’s Birthday (Flag), New Year’s Day Walk (Cllr Hunter to liaise with VH Committee), 40th Year of Rempstone FC.
9. Remembrance Day

(a) Suggested donation to Royal British Legion
The Council agreed to make a donation of £50 in lieu of purchasing a wreath this year.
10. Allotments

(a) Review of Rent for 2024
The Council agreed to a set the allotment rent for 2024 at £19 per single plot and £38 per double plot.

(b) Proposal to Create a Community Garden Space in Two Vacant Plots
The Council had received feedback from a number of residents regarding the proposals, having reviewed this it was agreed that it’s use may be limited and that the cost, safety implications and ongoing maintenance could be 
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problematic. Whilst the Council liked the idea it was felt that there needed to be someone to drive the project and that the Council should focus on other village matters. It was agreed not to take this further at this stage.
