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REMPSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 15th March 2022.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr W Pearson (Vice Chair), Cllr M Hunter, Cllr C Johnson, Cllr A Lovett and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council), Nottinghamshire County Councillor John Cottee, Rushcliffe Borough Councillor Reg Adair and 3 members of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Dalton.
2. Declaration of Interests
None


3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 16th November 2021
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 16th November 2021 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting, proposed by Cllr Pearson, seconded by Cllr Hunter and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Matters arising from the Minutes on Tuesday 16th November 2021
Since the last meeting the 30mph bin stickers have been purchased and placed on bins along Main Street and Wymeswold Road, a dog waste bin has been installed in the church car park thanks to Rushcliffe Borough Council and the new village sign has been installed thanks to funding provided by Nottinghamshire County Council and Rushcliffe Borough Council.


5. Open Session

A resident reported potholes on Wysall Lane close to Wolds Farm and The Stables at the bottom of Wysall Lane. Cllr Cottee reminded councillors and residents that potholes can be reported through the MyNotts app. Cllr Gower to include details of the app in the next newsletter. 

A resident queried the condition of the footpath through Welfare Field. The Parish Council have been liaising with Nottinghamshire County Council over residents’ concerns and are awaiting feedback from the Rights of Way Officer when the footpath has been inspected. 

A resident noted the positive affect the recently installed average speed cameras on A6006 Ashby Road are having and asked for clarification of where the 40mph speed limit will be in relation to the cameras. Cllr Cottee to confirm the location.


6. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Cottee provided an update on County Council matters. The County Council’s share of the council tax will be going up 4%, the majority of which is for adult social care. Under government advice the County Council will be changing from a committee system to a cabinet system. The Tour of Britain will be coming through Rushcliffe at the end of April, exact locations are yet to be disclosed. Rempstone Village Hall Committee have submitted a successful funding bid to the County Council for around £1000.
Cllr Adair reported that the Borough Council’s share of the council tax will also be going up. Green bin renewals need to be completed before the end of the year to continue to receive a collection. From a planning perspective the solar farm application for Bunny Hill is the main major application in the immediate area. Rushcliffe Borough Council has met their target for new housing and is challenging the request to pick up the City Council’s shortfall, suggesting that brownfield sites in the city should be used instead. 
Development plans at the power station site and with the Freeport continue, Cllr Cottee keeps raising the issue of the East/West connection and is currently liaising with Leicestershire County Council. Cllr Gower attended a briefing regarding the power station site and emphasised that HGV routes which avoid villages need to be designated in contracts with developers and with site tenants and users.
8. Highways and Traffic

The new average speed cameras were discussed under item 5. Several drains and utility covers in the village have now been repaired/replaced. The Parish Council have contacted the Police and Crime 
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Commissioner about Community Speedwatch and are awaiting a response. Cllr Cottee has some high visibility jackets he is going to pass on to the Parish Council for use during Community Speedwatch.

9. Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Celebrations
The Village Hall are intending on applying to close the service road by the Village Hall on Sunday 3rd June and holding a village picnic with entertainment and the bar serving drinks. The White Lion intend to have celebrations on the Saturday with a saxophonist in the afternoon and a band in the evening. The Parish Council agreed not to hold their own event but instead subject to Highways consent purchase the commemorative lamp post signs to display in the centre of the village. Cllr Pearson will calculate how many signs are needed at a cost of £4.99 per sign plus postage and the clerk will order them. Both Cllr Cottee and Cllr Adair offered funding to cover the cost of these. 
Cllr Cottee and Cllr Adair left the meeting.

7. Priorities for 2022/23  
The Parish Council carried out a survey in 2019 in which traffic was the biggest concern of residents. The Council would like to gather more detailed feedback from residents at the Annual Parish Meeting on other additional areas to focus the activities of the Parish Council for the next 12 months. Cllr Gower went round the Councillors asking what they felt the priorities were. These can be summarised as traffic including the number of HGV’s, speed of vehicles and associated pollution including from tyre dust, the general appearance of the village including flowers/bulbs, litter picking and people tidying around where they live, light and air pollution and how the Parish Council engages with the whole village to create a sense of community. This will be discussed in more detail at the next Parish Council meeting and at the Annual Parish Meeting.
