Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 6.30pm on Tuesday 15th November 2022.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr W Pearson (Vice Chair), Cllr N Dalton, Cllr M Hunter, and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council), Rushcliffe Borough Cllr Reg Adair and 2 members of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllr Johnson, Cllr Lovett and Nottinghamshire County Cllr John Cottee. 
2. Declaration of Interests
None.


3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 13th September 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 13th September 2022 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Adair provided an update on Borough Council matters including the devolution deal and budgets for 2023/24.

5. Highways and Traffic

There had been no update from the Police about the trialling of speed guns for Community Speedwatch, Cllr Gower and/or Cllr Pearson will attend the next Rushcliffe South Villages Community Safety Group Meeting and pick this up there.

The meeting then heard from a resident leading a campaign to address the traffic problems along the A6006. The resident has written a comprehensive report which suggests that the A6006 is not a short cut to anywhere except Melton Mowbray and due to the contours of the road this is not an efficient route for HGVs full stop. EuroRAP classify the road as being amber – dangerous status. Aims include introducing a weight limit to prevent HGVs and declassifying the road which would remove it as a main sat nav route.
The resident is preparing a media campaign to launch next March/April ahead of the Borough Council elections. In the meantime a multi village group is being set up with three representatives from each village. The resident requested a slot at subsequent Parish Council meetings to report back on progress. A copy of the full report is available on request from the clerk.

6. Wysall Lane Bench
The bench is now with Truline who are currently liaising with Highways to obtain a permit to work on the verge. Clerk to send an update to the residents who have pledged donations towards the cost of the bench.
7. Village Christmas Tree 
The Parish Council had received a letter from the owners of Welfare Field requesting that access is not impeded by the Christmas tree, this was noted and the volunteers who erect the tree have been asked to ensure it does not interfere with access. Location of the tree was discussed, as was the risk assessment and insurance.
8. East Midlands Airport – Airspace Modernisation Programme
Cllr Gower had attended two meetings held by East Midlands Airport looking at flight paths for the future. The airport will move away from land based beacons to satellite based navigation, meaning the range for aircraft landing will be much narrower, to mitigate against flight disturbance being above the locations all the time, respite routes are being considered, this could see Rempstone being used as a respite route for a small percentage of the time.


9. The National Rehabilitation Centre Update
An update had not been received ahead of the meeting. It was noted that there had been approval of the budget spend and that earthworks and construction of the new road had commenced.
Councillor Adair left the meeting.
