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REMPSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 16th January 2024.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr W Pearson (Vice Chair), Cllr Y Gardner, Cllr M Hunter, Cllr E Nixon and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rushcliffe Borough Cllr Andy Edyvean, Nottinghamshire County Cllr John Cottee, Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council) and 4 member of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr T Beeby. 
2. Declaration of Interests
None.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th November 2023
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th November 2023 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session

A resident expressed concern about the number dog poo bags left along Wysall Lane despite the proximity to the bin. Another resident noted the amount of dog poo left on the pavements in the village.
A resident noted that the visibility pulling out onto Main Street from Wysall Lane had previously been discussed and asked if a mirror could be put up and/or the overhanging trees cut back further. Cllr Gower noted the Parish Council had asked about a mirror but the County Council would be unable to support this, the Department of Transport have to authorise the use of mirrors. Cllr Gower also noted that anyone placing a mirror on private land accepts liability if an accident is caused as a result of this. Via will action the cutting back of foliage as it sees necessary.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean reported that the Borough Council had been involved in the flooding response and asked if the village had been affected. Cllr Gower noted that two areas of the village had been affected by flooding as a result of surface water run off from the Welfare Field, these were outside the village hall in the service road and one property on Main Street where the water came through the garage. Cllr Edyvean also reported that the Borough Council is currently part of a Corporate Peer Challenge Review where the Borough Council’s activities are scrutinised by external experts who then make recommendations for better practice.

Cllr Cottee noted that he was no longer a cabinet member for Communities but was now back with Highways as deputy to Cllr Neil Clarke. Cllr Cottee asked if there were any outstanding matters following the Highways meeting in the village in November. Cllr Gower asked if the County Council will be affected by the current situation with the City Council, Cllr Cottee advised not, but that the County Council’s budget and therefore council tax would have to go up due to adult social care pressures. 

6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
No further highways matters to cover. All footpaths are very muddy.
7. CCTV Camera Review
Cllr Hunter reported that two further companies had been approached to quote, both had viewed the current system and were preparing estimates. These had not been received as yet, despite Cllr Hunter chasing the companies.
8. Review Event for 2024 
It was agreed to hold the Annual Parish Meeting at 7.00pm on the 14th May ahead of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council. The Annual Parish Meeting will include feedback from the various village organisations.
The village clean up will take place over the weekend of the 20th/21st April and will include some sort of event like a coffee morning in the Village Hall. Further details will be published in the newsletter and through the Village Hall in due course. It was agreed that litter wasn’t the main problem and that weeds and debris on the pavements and the grass from the verges encroaching on the pavements needed addressing more as part of a clean up.
The 80th anniversary of D Day is on the 6th June. Cllr Gower will speak to the Village Hall Committee Chair to see if

something could be included at the coffee morning. The Clerk will speak with the Churchwarden who has been
involved with photo and information displays at past events. 

Cllr Gower will speak with the Village Hall Committee Chair to see if the Committee would be interested in running a harvest supper to link in with the Harvest Festival at Church, this will likely be the weekend of 5th/6th October.

No further lamp post poppies for Remembrance Day will be required this year. The village fete will be taking place in the summer, date to be confirmed.
9. Village Litter Pick
Cllr Gower opened the meeting for suggestions of what housekeeping needed doing in the village. Aside from litter picking, the pavements needed clearing of weeds and debris, the gutters needed sweeping and various gulleys needed the debris clearing to allow water to drain away. The Clerk was asked to find out the road sweepers schedule and to see if we could tie this in with the litter pick. The brook/culvert on Wysall Lane had been extremely high during the flooding and contained cardboard debris, it was suggested this needed clearing out. Blocked gulleys on Wysall Lane had been inspected and marked up but no maintenance work had been completed yet.
10. Biodiversity Policy
Recent legislation requires the Parish Council to consider biodiversity in all its decisions and actions and to have a suitable policy in place. A draft biodiversity policy was circulated ahead of the meeting and adopted by the Council.
11. Planning
No new applications to discuss.
