Chairman’s Review


Highways

NCC has closed the door on any further work at the crossroads. They believe the current layout to be optimum within the space available. Further tinkering could have detrimental effects. It was suggested that the Clerk contact the police to ask if we can see any accident logs they may have for this crossing. Clerk advised that she had re-opened discussions with NCC regarding this and would report any change in their decision.

The southbound footpath must have work done to it as it has been virtually destroyed by lorries. NCC to continue to investigate.

Interactive speeding awareness sign out of the village is still under investigation.

Comparative traffic census from A46 dualling still not available.

A highways inspector has investigated culvert problem on Wysall Lane. They will continue to monitor the situation.

Mayors Reception

Was attended by myself and Dawn as Clerk. The Reception took a different form this year 
with no Senior Technical Officers attending and only one Cabinet member. This defeats the 
objective of networking and airing views in a relaxed environment. RPC together with others 
made appropriate comments that this regime change will not be repeated.

Open Discussion Time

 (a) Parishioner asked if the diseased oaks that had been removed were to be replaced. Chair advised that we had been told this would happen during November but that it did not look that way as we were nearing the end. Clerk to chase.
(b) The recent refunds from Severn Trent Water were questioned by a Parishioner. They had been in contact to query why they only went back to 1990 and was told that responsibility for checking the charges were correct lie with the person when buying the property so all refunds were goodwill. Chair advised that surface and storm water is the responsibility of STW until the brook but then it becomes the Environmental Agency. There is nothing we can do to force the refunds to be further backdated.
(c) It was reported that one of the panes of glass in the telephone box had been vandalised and broken. Chair advised that BT is aware but trying to remove from the village and as such, we may be quite a way down the priority list. Clerk to remind BT.

A new agreement has been drawn up but there are a few amendments being requested by 
allotment holders. It was agreed that in wording regarding gates the word ‘should’ be replaced 
by ‘must’. Clerk reminded the Council that this was now long overdue and had got to a ‘nit 
picking’ stage and this new agreement is now on a par with the Local Society of Clerks 
suggested one.

CCTV


Chair reported that the proposed plans are not now feasible. The manufacturers will not guarantee the wireless range for more than 400m and so they cannot be insured. Full village coverage would only be possible with hard cabling which we cannot afford. We are currently looking at upgrading the cameras we have and into covering Main Street with number plate recognition. There will be some thought needed about this due to privacy issues. To upgrade the current cameras and office system will cost about £2000 but this will give us a base package that will allow easy upgrading when the wireless technology improves. Chair advised that we had thought we could protect the whole village but it now seems we can only do part of it, as such, an open agenda item is needed for a Parish Discussion. It was suggested to hold an Open Forum meeting in February to enable more time for questions and answers.

Village Flag Pole



The issue regarding land ownership is now in the hands of the Property section at Notts CC. Clerk advised this should not create a problem for the flagpole whatever the outcome regarding ownership and maintenance. This is now a separate issue. Chair reported that there had been some opposition raised by parishioners living nearby as to possible noise issues. Clerk advised that an internal lanyard had been costed that should ensure this would not be a problem. It was suggested to put the issue to a public vote and to include it in the extra Parish Open Forum meeting in February with item 9.
13.
        Welfare Field and Footpath

All Councillors have received copies of e-mails regarding the footpath behind the village hall. Clerk has been in contact with the owners and the barn has now been fenced off. Clerk read out the response from the owners requesting the removal of the goal posts and that another reminder be issued regarding trespass. Clerk advised that Rushcliffe had agreed to renew footpath signs and that we will laminate extra ones to put onto each gatepost. A contact was suggested to remove the goalposts and Clerk to arrange.

Defibrillator
This will cost approximately £1750 for the actual machine and £150 to install. There will be an annual maintenance cost of @ £60 and there are funds available for assistance in purchasing. It was suggested to invite Heartbeat to speak at the next January meeting .Cllr Mrs N Dalton to arrange. It was noted that they do seem to be spreading as Wymeswold is now looking into its third machine and Sutton Bonnington now has one. Chair commented that we need to know the full implications before any final decision is made.
15.
Correspondence

(a) East Leake Parish Council is producing a Neighbourhood Plan and has asked if we would like to hear what this entails. Councillors all agreed that it would be in our interests to hear and so Clerk to invite to January meeting.
(b) Clerk advised that allotment number 12 is now vacant. Notice to be put up advertising vacancy as no waiting list.
